Member FEES (LEVY):

When a business establishes themselves within
the boundaries of the North Edge, the business
pays an annual tax. This tax helps pay for all the
projects and improvements that take place within
the North Edge area.

The levy (annual tax) is derived from the
budget which is determined by the board
members.

The levy generated by the tax is used by the man-
aging body of the North Edge Business Association
consisting of 8 board members, executive director,
and supporting staff. The board is chosen by the
businesses through a democratic process once a
year at the Annual General Meeting.

$60,000 for corner buildings.
